Introduction

Undoubtedly, one of the biggest challenges, particularly but not only in the early
stages of learning Greek, is forming the appropriate type of a verb for a given
situation.

Even when it comes to the Present tense, the first tense that all students learn, in
Greek there are quite a few groups of verbs, each with different endings, e.g.

-W -aw/-w -W -opat -apo

ivw MG W/ AW UTIopW EpXopat KOLUAL O

Things get a little more complicated when you refer to something that you will do in
the future or something that you did in the past, as, in these cases, the verb itself
changes, sometimes a little, or, in the case of irregular verbs, completely, e.g.

KaBe mpwi tpww pia opeléta. (Every morning | eat an omelet.)
AUplo 1o pwi Ba paw pia opeléta. (Tomorrow morning | will eat an omelet.)

X0Beg 1o mpwi €paya pia opeAéta. (Yesterday morning | ate an omelet.)

Taking into consideration how challenging it can be for you, the beginner-level Greek
learners, to deal effectively not only with the Present but also with the Future and
the Past tense of the Greek verbs, we came up with the idea of this book.

In this edition we have gathered the verbs used in our story ‘Audia: Eva kaAokaipt
otnv EAAadall, an easy reader, intended for A1 — early stages of A2 level Greek
learners.

We use the types under ‘FUTURE’ to talk about something that will take place once
in the future; there is no repetition / no (emphasis on) duration concerning the
action itself, e.g.

AUplo Ba ayopacw €va BiBAio. (Tomorrow | will buy a book.)

We use the types under ‘PAST’ to talk about something that took place once in the
past; there is no repetition / no (emphasis on) duration concerning the action itself,

e.g.
XBec ayopaoa £va BLBAio. (Yesterday | bought a book.)

For each verb, you are only given its basic meaning(s) in English. You are also
presented with the most commonly used types in oral/written speech. Alternative
types, mostly found in literature and formal situations, have not been included; you
will encounter these at a more advanced level of the Greek language learning.

Please bear in mind that this is not a Grammar book.

It is intended to be used purely as a handy reference book of some of the most
common Greek verbs, to save you from having to look up their three basic tenses in
a dictionary and -above all- to give you the opportunity to enjoy our story, ‘Auvdia:
‘Eva kadokaipt otnv EAAadal’, to the fulll

We would like to close this introduction by stressing that we do realize that some
Greek verbs can be a little tricky. However, you should not lose heart! Remember
that you are in the early stages of learning Greek, an exciting journey full of
wonderful moments!

Be patient, practise and you will definitely reach your destination!
