Olavinlinna

• Olavinlinna Castle in Savonlinna is the
world's northernmost medieval stone castle, 
founded in 1475. Built to protect the
Swedish-Russian border, the castle is now a 
popular year-round tourist attraction. It is 
best known for the Savonlinna Opera
Festival, and its premises can be used for 
parties. The Olavinlinna was created by:  
Erik akselsson Tott in the year 1475.

• Suomenlinna is a 
historic sea fortress 
and UNESCO World 
Heritage Site located 
off the coast of 
Helsinki, founded in 
1748. It is now a 
lively city district 
with around 800 
residents.

Hämeenlinna
• Hämeenlinna is Finland's oldest Inland city 

(founded in 1639), located on the shores of 
Lake Vanajavesi in Kanta-Häme. The city of 
approximately 68,000 inhabitants. It is a 
popular, family-friendly place to live, with
beautiful lake and forest landscapes.

Area and Tampere.  The area has a lot of 
nature, such as the hiking area and the
Ahvenisto ridge landscapes.



Infortmation
about Turunlinna

Turku Castle, founded in the 1280s at 
the mouth of the Aura River, is one of 
Finland's most significant historical
attractions. Originally built as an 
administrative castle for the Swedish
Crown, the site later developed into a 
Renaissance castle and now serves as 
a museum, offering guided tours, 
events and a historical atmosphere. 
The castle was restored in 1961 after
the bombings of the Continuation War.



Santa Claus Grotto

• Where: Near Rovaniemi, in the Arctic region of 
northern Finland. 

• Whythere: Rovaniemi is promoted internationally
as Santa Claus’s home and a major Christmas
tourism destination — so having Santa’s grotto
there ties them into that. 

• Every year there are 500 000 people visiting 
Santa's Grotto.
