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Here are my 10 personal tips to making new friends:
1. Realise your fear is in your head

Some of us see meeting new people as a scary event. We are concerned about making a good impression,
whether the other person will like us, how to keep the conversation going, and so on. The more we think
about it, the scarier it seems.

Actually, all these fears are just in our head. If you think about it, 99 percent of people are too busy being
concerned about these very things themselves to pay attention to you. While you're worried about the
impression you make, they are worried about the impression they will make.

2. Start small with people you know

If you haven't been socializing much, meeting a whole bunch of new people may seem intimidating. If so,
start small first. Lower the difficulty of the task by starting off with your inner circle of friends, i.e. people you
are more familiar with. Here are some ways to do that:

* Reach out to acquaintances. Do you have any "hi-bye" type friends from earlier years? For example
people at school or work you usually said "hi" and "bye" to, but not really much more? Or friends you
lost touch with over time? Drop a friendly SMS and say 'hi’, ask for a meetup when they are free and
see if there are opportunities to reconnect.

» See if there are cliques you can join. Cliques are established groups of friends. The idea isn’'t to
break into the clique, but to practice being around new friends. With cliques, the existing members will
probably take the lead in conversations, so you can start by just watching the dynamics between other
people.

* Get to know your friends’ friends. You can join them in their outings or just ask your friend to
introduce you to them. If you are comfortable with your friends, there’s a good chance you will be
comfortable with their friends too.

3. Get yourself out there

Once you acquaint yourself more with your inner circle of friends, the next step will be to extend to people
you don’t know.

» Join meetup groups. There are many interest groups, such as groups for vegetarians, board-game
lovers, cycling enthusiasts, fans of GoT etc. Pick out your interests and join those groups. Meetups
are usually monthly depending on the group itself. Is a great way to meet a lot of new people quickly.

* Volunteer. A great way to kill 2 birds with one stone — not only do you get to spread kindness and
warmth, you meet compassionate people with a cause.

* Go to parties. Probably a place where you'll make a heep of new friends but not necessarily quality
relationships. Good way to meet more people nonetheless.

* Online communities. The internet is a great way to meet new people. Nowadays, online forums are
one of the central places where communities gather. Check out online forums on your interest topics.
Participate constructively and add value to the discussion. Soon, you'll get to know the people there
better. ©

4, Take the first step
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Once you are out there with people around you, someone has to make the first move. If the other party
doesn't initiate a talk, take the first step to say hello. Get to know each other a little better! Share something
about yourself, and then give the other party a chance to share about them. Something easy, like asking how
the day is, or what they did today or in the past week is a great conversation starter. Once the ice is broken,
it'll be easier to connect.

5. Be open
a) Be open-minded. Don’t judge.

Don't have a preset notion of the kind of friend you want. Give the friendship a chance to blossom. More
importantly, give yourself a chance with this budding friendship. | have several very good friends who come
from totally different backgrounds, and | would never have thought that we would be so close when | first
knew them, simply because we are so different.

b) Open your heart

On the same note, open your heart to the person. This connection between you and the other party can only
begin when your heart is open. This means to be trusting, have faith, and believe in the goodness of others.
You can’'t form any new connection if you mistrust others or you are fearful that things won't work out. It'll
send the wrong vibes and cause them to close off their hearts to you too.

6. Get to know the person

A friendship is about both you and the other person. Get to know the person as an individual. Here are some
questions to consider:

* What do they do?

* What are their hobbies?

» What have they been up to recently?

* What are their upcoming priorities or goals?
* What do they value the most?

» What are their values?

* What motivates them?

* What are their passions in life?

7. Connect with genuineness

We are often too caught up with our own concerns — such as what others will think of us — that we miss the
whole point of a friendship. You can work on the presentation aspects such as how you look, what you say,
and how you say things, but don't obsess about them. These actions don't (truly) define the friendship. What
defines the friendship is the connection between you and the friend.

Show warmth, love, and respect toward everyone you meet. Do things because you want to, and not
because you have to. Care for them like you would yourself. If you approach others with genuinity, you will
attract people who want to connect genuinely. Among them will be your future true friends.

8. Be yourself

Don’t change yourself to make new friends. That's the worst thing you can do, because if you make friends
being someone you're not, one of two things will happen:
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1. You continue being that someone and, in the long-run, it'll be tiring to uphold this image.
2. You change back to the introverted you, and your friends will feel cheated because this isn’'t the
person they made friends with.

So, just be yourself.
9. Be there for them

A friendship is a supportive union between two people. Be there for your friends where you can. Do any of
your friends need help currently? Is there anything you can help them with? How can you better support
them?

When you help your friends, don’'t do so with the expectation of being helped next time. Rather, help
unconditionally. Treat them with emotional generosity. Give because you want to, not because you feel
obliged to. | find that the satisfaction | get from helping others and knowing they are better off is a reward
greater than anything | can get in return.

10. Make the effort to stay in touch

At the end of the day, continual effort is required to maintain the friendship. Willingness to make the effort is
what differentiates great friends from "hi-bye" friends. Ask your friends out every once in a while. Depending
on the intensity of the friendship, there’s no need to meet up every few days or once a week — catching up
once a month or once every few months might be sufficient. The strength of your relationship is not measured
by how frequently you meet. For some of my best friends, we meet only once every few months. Yet, there’s
never any doubt that we're closely connected and we will be there for each other when needed.

Text 2: Who is a true fan?

Who is a true fan?

To be a fan of something means, according to one definition, to love something and be actively dedicated to
it. Of course, there are different levels and ways of being a fan depending on how deeply you feel about the
thing. You can, for instance, enjoy watching Game of Thrones without considering yourself to be a part of its
fandom. On the other hand, you can be obsessed about a book series, say the Harry Potter saga, and write
fanfiction stories that continue the tale.

When people say they're a ‘true fan’ of something, they usually mean that they're obsessed with it: they have
watched all the episodes, they know the dialogue by heart and they stay up all night reading fanfiction. It's
also very common to see magazines posting quizzes on a certain show and asking “Are you a true fan of the
show? Take this quiz to find out!”. This might lead some fans who didn't get every answer correct feeling bad
about themselves and thinking that maybe they’re not a true fan after all just because they didn't know every
single detail from the show.

‘Glory hunters’ and ‘fakes’.

Sometimes people start grading other fans with regard to how much merchandise they own or how many
times they have read the book series through. This is clearly wrong. There are fans who actually believe that
just because they own more merchandise (because they have more money) or have gone to a concert
(because they live in certain places), they're better fans than those who haven'’t. Usually those who aren't as
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into the thing as others are called ‘fakes’, as if they would only like, for example, a band because one of their
songs is in at that moment.

The aforementioned is closely linked to another phenomenon, glory hunting. A glory hunter is a person who
only starts to follow a team if the team has a chance at winning, say, the world championship in ice hockey. If
their national team doesn’t do so well, it doesn’t move them one way or the other.

The thing to bear in mind when talking about being a fan is that everyone has the right to be a fan just the
way they want. How long you've been a fan is not equal to how much you love the thing.

Different levels of being a fan:

1. Casual. A casual fan is one who watches a movie and says, “That was a pretty good movie.” They may
recommend it to a friend or two, but then forget all about it. The names in the cast or that of the director don't
register.

2. Interested. This person, upon seeing the film, checks out the director’s name online and what else they’ve
directed, especially if the one they enjoyed was part of a series. They may watch other films in the series, but
not necessarily all of them.

3. Curious. The viewer realizes they like everything they’ve seen from the said director and become curious
about them. They begin to check out the director’s work periodically, and even acquire a film or two on Blu
Ray.

4. Follower. This viewer watches the director’s interviews on YouTube, begins to follow them on Twitter and
likes their Facebook page. They want regular updates and begin to see them as more than a director and

eagerly await new films.

5. Avid. The viewer signs up for the director’s newsletters and may travel to a meet-and-greet if it's in a
nearby city. They may post reviews around the internet.

6. Tribe member. This person aligns themselves with that director and seeks out opportunities to tell other
people about the awesome film’s they've seen and can spend hours talking to other fans.

Text 3: Body neutrality - Living life the way you want to in the body you have
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Ainomaija Paakkinen, 2019

When you think of your body, what is the first thing that comes to mind? Do you think of something you would
like to change in your body, or something you feel ashamed of, or do you smile and think of all the things you
can do because of the body you have?

How about when you think of a beautiful person — what type of a body do they have? Is someone beautiful in
your eyes only if they have a toned body? Or do you see the beauty of a person who is confident and loves
their body, despite their size or, perhaps, disability?

During the recent years, there has been a lot of talk about the right to lead a happy life in the body you have.

This movement has been called many names, but one of the most common is the body positivity movement.

The idea, quite simply, is that no matter the size of a person, they are worthy of feeling beautiful and happy in
their own skin.

From Victorian Dress Reform to women of colour in the 2010’s

The idea of body positivity isn’t new. In fact:

“The oldest roots of body positivity reach back to the Victorian Dress Reform movement. In this movement,
women advocated for the acceptance of women'’s bodies and discouraged women using extreme corsets or
body mutilation to fit the standard of an extremely petite waste and or hourglass figure. This reform also
argued for women to not hide their bodies underneath layers of fabric in overly elaborate dresses. Also, these
women argued for their right to wear pants.” -Passion blog

The most recent wave of body positivity was sparked by women of colour who wanted to draw attention to
the fact that women of colour are rarely seen in the media. This also applies to other groups, such as
disabled, queer or trans people in mainstream media, and this campaign for body positivity advocates for
them, as well.

Marginalised groups pushing back

The mainstream beauty standard is white, thin and has the perfect (retouched) skin, and we rarely see other
body types or skin colours in adverts. When you yourself are white and thin, this is easy to forget. There are,
however, a lot of people with different body types, skin colours, and ways of life who would also like to be
represented in mainstream media. We need to remember that representation matters: it makes others believe
that they can also do what they have seen people do on television or in social media.

As the body positivity movement has become more popular, a lot of thin white women have also begun to
preach about body acceptance. This has caused a backlash, because often the way they do it is by targeting
their message to other white, normal weight (or thinner) women or men. Many white normal weight
influencers may not do this on purpose, but the result is that many who are not white and thin feel that they
are being silenced in the movement that was finally supposed to give them a voice.

Alot of plus-size influencers, on the other hand, have to deal with people fat-shaming and commenting on
their health. It is worth remembering that health and body weight do not always correlate, and you can't make
assumptions on a person's health based on their looks. Often, online criticism is based on the commentor's
need to get a reaction, more than being genuinely worried about the influencer's health.

Many marginalised influencers have called out these commentors. This is a positive phenomenon, because it
shows that there is room for all of us to coexist in the same space, despite our size, colour of our skin or our
disability.
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As the movement has changed, and some feel that it is no longer their movement, the idea of being happy in
your body has changed more into the right to not think about your body, at all. Therefore, some influencers
like to talk about body neutrality or fat acceptance (Rewire.org), to indicate that you can sometimes feel
negative things about you body, and that is normal, too. The idea behind moving away from the term "body
positivity" towards "body neutrality", is that the less we spend time worrying about how we look, the more
time we can spend on things that make us happy - without forcing ourselves to be happy.

Regardless of terminology, we are all worthy of being accepted for who we are, because we are more than
our fat rolls, wonky or missing limbs, scars, speech impediments, mental disorders, or other "flaws". Who we
are inside is far more important than who we are outside.

So, you've moved to a new town to study at an upper-secondary school of your choice or you've had a big
row with your mom about curfew and she’s thrown you out. Whatever the case may be, you've moved into
your first own apartment. Home.
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The following list is a condensed version of your first apartment checklist: everything listed here is a must-
have. Before you move in, make sure that you've checked off all these items. Remember, not everything
needs to be bought. You can just as well rummage through your parents basement or attic (if your still talking
to them, that is).

1. A bed

Nor do you want to be
teetering on a three-legged stool while doing this, so a sturdy stepladder is a must. It will also come in handy
later when you want to reach the top shelves in the kitchen. Just remember, you won’t be needing it all the
time, so make sure it's easy to store.

4, Toilet paper

Well, just because.

5. First-aid kit

Moving house can be downright dangerous. You may cut your finger opening a box, trip down the stairs or
sprain an ankle. At the very least you will need bandages, cold packs, antiseptic wipes and anti-inflammatory
ointment. These will come in handy later as well.

6. Cleaning supplies

This should probably be higher up on the list, because the very first thing you want to do before unboxing
your belongings is to go through the apartment and see if the previous tenants missed a spot or two. Pay
special attention to cupboards and closets. Make sure you have the following: a vacuum cleaner, a mop,
multi-surface cleaning solution, cleaning wipes, trash bags, toilet scrubber and toilet bowl cleaning solution.

7. Kitchenware

You probably want to eat something sooner or later, right? Although eating pizza out of a box with your
fingers is fine up to a point, you may eventually want to eat real food. To that end you will need utensils: forks,
knives, spoons, pans, kettles, you hame it. It might also be a good idea to stock up on necessities like flour,
pasta, rice, spices etc.

8. Batteries, extension cords and spare light bulbs
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So, you've found the perfect spot for your arm chair that you like reading in. However, it is likely that your
apartment doesn't have electrical outlets in every corner (unless it's relatively new, in which case you can't
afford it), and that is why you need extension cords because you probably don't want the placing of the
outlets to determine the placing of your table lamp.

Batteries and spare bulbs are there for just in case. You'll need extra batteries when your remote control
starts acting up and spare bulbs so that you don't have to go to the toilet in the dark because you have
forgotten to buy a replacement bulb for the third time in a row.
