DIDACTIC PLAN
TASK: WHAT ISSUES DO I VALUE IN JOBS?

This is a preliminar-task, it is open in edmodo 7.3.-1.4.2016 and every student does the task there.
The final common discussion takes place in Joutsa.

AIMS:
To think ones own values for jobs.
To share thoughts with different students and that way develop ones own thinking.

CONTENT OF THIS TASK:

Tell the instructions.

Everyone fills up the task by her/himself. In this case this is already done and Sanna has seen the
tasks through and looked for the answers.

You can continue with this excercise in several ways:

1) Choose some comments in advance. For example: who answered that they valued most the
money? Please form a group with these people.. etc.. choose so many comments that you have small
groups and everyone is member of one group.

Give instruction that students will discuss in their group about their comment: why this the most
important issue? What kind of jobs this issue/attitude is most valued? Etc

Group writes their comments in a big paper. Their headline is the original comment.

Every group presents their drawing briefly to others.

2) You can have mixed groups, but small groups 4-5 person/group.

Group discusses those 3 values that everyone has chosen for themselves in the task in page 2.
Group discusses also of all the values and they choose 5 arguments that they think is the most
important ones.

Group writes those 5 arguments and reasons why they chose these to a large A3-paper.

These written presentations will be put in the wall.

TIMING:

First we looked prezi-show of the meaning of the values so that everyone is ready for this theme!
The pdf -version of the prezi is attached with this task.

15 minutes for telling the idea of the task, 15-25 minutes for doing the task, 30-45 min for
groupdiscussion, 15 min for making the presentations.

MATERIALS:
The task have to be copied for everyone in advance.
A3 papers, colouring pencils.
