This workshop focuses on the use of wood in residential environment.

2. we will look at the processing of wood material from the forest to our homes as utensils or building material such as doors, boards and other surface materials 
3. we will think of ways to increase the use of renewable materials in homes

4. we will explore and look at new ways to reuse the items that are to be thrown away

5. we will make posters of each member country and a common PowerPoint show on the use of wood in homes

1. pictures of a forest at its different stages of growth: one of a forest that has    recently been cut down and the other of a forest that has recently been planted.

2. pictures of local sawmills, carpentry shops or other wood processing manufacturers

3. pictures of some items at home in which wood has been used as a material

4. some small wooden items possible to take along to Ravenna 

5. all the pictures should be in the digital form; print out some (max. 20)  a4 sized colour pictures of each (1-4) type
