WASTING FOOD
Wasting food is a big problem in the world. That is because people don’t know the situation in countries which has low level of living. Sometimes people waste food because they make too much food or they ruin it. Sometimes people don’t treat food right and they spoil it. Also big food stores have to do sales because the product isn’t selling well and they are going to have to throw the spoiled food away. If we wouldn’t throw any food away more people would have food. We waste most of the food near public holidays for example in Christmas time. Finnish people waste a lot of food because they are picky and because they have high standard of living so they can afford to do that.
In our school building in the city of Petäjävesi in Finland we have two different school systems (junior high school and high school). We have a small school only about 160 pupils in junior high school and in high school we have about 80 students. Also students from vocational school come here to eat their lunch. In our school we have a free breakfast and lunch. We have a good food and almost everybody likes it. 
In last December we started to weight and measure the food that we threw away. We measured the wasted food during one week in three times a day because all the schools go to eat at different times. 
In average the vocational school´s students were the ones who threw the most food away and they also had the most sorting mistakes. High school´s students threw the least food away. 
160 pupils in junior high school plus their teachers throw away together about 17 kg during two school week. The amount of food that was thrown away per one person was about 100 g. 80 students in high school and their teachers threw away about 16 kg during two school week. A one person throw food away about 190 g. The vocational school and their teachers throw food away about 14 kg during two school week.
