Participants: one person from each country (no more than two people) plus one person from IVLO Poland

Preparations: every participant has to think about the most impotant historical events in his own country and places associated with this event. The focus will be to find historical similarities between all the countries, rather than differences, conflicts,or wars . 

Bring along: students should bring all the neccessary items (materials) in electronic form eg.maps, descriptions, pictures of historic places, and presentations about their towns.
