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Comenius Project  2012 – 2014

The overall theme of the two-year project was Learning School. The aim of the project was to increase international cooperation ,develop  and  improve methods of teaching, to make students more aware of their learning techniques.

During this period we attended conferences at each of the participating schools  and  got a glimpse of the local people, schools and cultures.

The stages of the project
Germany (autumn 2012)
The teachers drafted a general plan for the project. Together with the students we decided how to advance from then on. We looked into methods of teaching and learning at each school, and schools weighed their own strengths and weaknesses.
Estonia (spring 2013)

The conference was held at Nückö Gymnasium.  Each school gave a presentation on the teaching methods  practised.  In addition, social skills and strategies for information acquisition got their share of attention.

After the conference our students focused on motivation, the influence of physical surroundings and different aspects in the schedule.

Finland (autumn 2013)

Tampereen yhteiskoulun lukio hosted the conference of autumn 2013. Here the schools presented a list of questions they were going to explore. Our students concentrated on the physical surroundings and motivational issues.  They presented the findings of the surveys they had conducted, the influence of their immediate surroundings, schedules and various school subjects on motivation.

Sweden (Winter 2013)

The fourth conference took place in Västerås, Sweden. This time students gave an account on the problems solved. The solutions tried for lacking motivationat our school were home work clubs, short mid-lesson physical activities. Students and teachers  alike had made a joint decision to start preparing for a musical. We got some very good hints from other schools on various practical issues.

United Kingdom (spring 2014)

At the spring conference in Hull we presented  how our solutions had worked in real life.  We also compared useful ideas and practices  at different schools.

At the final stage we drew conclusions of  the whole process: what we had  learned from our own schools, what we had  learned from other schools and how our respective ways of learning had  developed.

Effects of the projects

A variety of working methods and good working conditions are of importance. Communication between teachers and students and at the school in general improve and enhance learning, in addition they increase motivation towards studying. Information technology plays a major role in communication.

In the course of the project it became evident that teaching and learning is cooperation that requires organizational and team work skills. Initiative and activity enhance learning too. It is in our school’s best interest to maintain these valuable contacts.
