Arviointimateriaalin osiot

Englannin kielen arviointimateriaalissa on kolme osakokonaisuutta: yksi alkuvaiheeseen ja kaksi
padttdvaiheeseen.

Alkuvaiheen osaamisen tunnistamisen kartoitusmateriaalin tehtdvat voidaan antaa suoritettavaksi
opiskelijalle kokonaisuudessaan tai siita voidaan valita joitakin tehtdvia. Arviointimateriaali toimii
my0s materiaalipankkina.

Paattovaiheen osaamisen kartoituksen materiaalipankki sisaltaa erilaisia tehtavia, joita voidaan
kayttaa paattovaiheeseen hakeutuvien osaamisen tunnistamiseen ja ohjaamiseen kursseille enal
—enas.

Kolme itsendista koetta paattévaiheen kurssien keskeisten sisdltdalueiden osaamisen arviointiin.
Ensimmainen koe kattaa kurssit enal —ena3, toinen kurssit enad4 —ena6 ja kolmas kurssit ena7 —
enas.

Ohjeistus testaukseen

Alkuvaiheen kartoitusmateriaalin perusteella opiskelija voidaan ohjata jollekin alkuvaiheen
neljasta kurssista Aenal — Aena4. Jos opiskelija suoriutuu tehtdvista riittavan hyvin, hanet voidaan
ohjata aloittamaan paattévaiheen englannin opintoja. Arviointimateriaali on laadittu niin, etta se
soveltuu myos alkuvaiheen englannin kurssien Aenal — Aena4 osaamisen tunnustamiseen.
Tehtdvista suoriutumisen perusteella arvioija voi antaa opiskelijalle suoritusmerkinnan (S) niista
alkuvaiheen kursseista, joiden osalta han katsoo, etta opiskelija on suoriutunut hyvaksytysti.

Alkuvaiheen arviointimateriaalin tehtdvista arvioija voi valita tehtavat sen mukaan, millaista tietoa
han opiskelijan osaamisesta tarvitsee tai han voi halutessaan antaa koko tehtavakokonaisuuden
opiskelijan suoritettavaksi. Arvioija voi lisaksi haastatella opiskelijaa kohdekielella.

Paattovaiheen materiaalipankista arvioija voi koostaa haluamansa tehtdavakokonaisuuden
padttdvaiheen osaamisen kartoitusta varten. Materiaali sisdltaa rakenne-, tekstinymmartamis- ja
kirjoittamistehtdvid. Tehtavat on jaoteltu vaatimustason mukaan. Omat tehtavansa ovat kursseille
enal —ena3, enad —ena5, enab —ena7 sekd ena 8. Eritasoisten ja -sisdltdisten tehtavien avulla
pystytdan arvioimaan opiskelijan osaamisen tasoa ja ohjaamaan hanet hdanen osaamistasoaan
vastaavalle paattovaiheen kurssille. Tehtdvien jaottelu kursseittain on viitteellinen.

Paattévaiheen osaamisen tunnistamisen/tunnustamisen arviointimateriaalin toinen kokonaisuus
sisdltaa kolme erillista koetta, jotka mittaavat kurssien enal —ena3, ena4 — enab ja ena7 —ena8
sisdltojen hallintaa. Kokeiden avulla voidaan tarkemmin maarittaa opiskelijan osaaminen ja
kurssikohtaiset arvosanat paattévaiheen kurssien osalta. Kokeet arvioidaan asteikolla 4 — 10.

Esimerkiksi jos opiskelija on ohjattu alkukartoituksen tai muun naytén perusteella kurssille ena4,
han suorittaa lisaksi itsenadisesti kokeen enal — 3. Se arvioidaan numeroarvosanalla. Ndin saadaan
madriteltyad koetuloksen perusteella kurssien enal, ena2 ja ena3 arvosanat. Lopullisten
kurssiarvosanojen maarittamiseksi saatetaan joissain tapauksissa vield tarvita opiskelijan
haastattelu kohdekielella.



Arviointimateriaalin kielioppitehtdvia voidaan kdyttaa halutussa jarjestyksessa, koska kielen
keskeisten rakenteiden opetusjarjestys vaihtelee oppilaitoksittain. Paattévaiheen osaamisen
tunnustamiseen laadituissa kokeissa on kdytetty arviointimateriaalien tekijoiden laatimaa kieliopin
opetuksen etenemisjarjestystd, joka kdy ilmi oheisesta liitteesta “Keskeisten kielioppirakenteiden
jakautuminen paattovaiheen kursseille enal-ena8”

Smoke Alarms Save Lives

Definitions:

* Alert —to make aware of, to warn
* Escape —to get away

* Injure —to hurt

Smoke alarms are very important. They sound an alarm to alert you in time to escape. Smoke alarms wake
you up at night or alert you during the day to a fire. Smoke alarms save lives!

Unfortunately, every year about 12,000 children are injured or die in fires at home. Most happen in homes
without a working smoke alarm. Even though most homes have smoke alarms, about one out of every
three alarms is not working or is missing good batteries.

To protect your family, you should:

¢ Have a smoke alarm near, or inside every bedroom and on every floor or level of your home.

¢ Test the alarms once a month. Press the “test” button to see if the alarm will sound in a fire. Change the
batteries twice a year. Change the batteries in the spring and fall when you change your clocks for Day Light
Savings Time.

¢ Never take the batteries out of your alarm to use for something else. You might forget to put them back.
¢ Put smoke alarms in a high place on the wall or on the ceiling.

¢ Have family members practice different ways to get out of the house during a fire. Agree on a safe place
to meet outside. Never go back into a burning house.

¢ Never allow anyone to smoke inside your home.

¢ Keep matches and lighters out of reach from children.
