Workshop 10: live the town

Purposes

The aim of this Workshop will be to:

· think about the way of living in the quarters of our towns.
· describe the places where our students live.
· tell how the houses has changed in the quarters where the students live.
· think about how the way of living has changed .
· create an ideal quarter.
>town buildings and way of living<

How are the towns/villages organized and which facilities do they offer?

The following historic facts will be analysed:

· Important structures of the town/village, e.g. the historic area, quarters where people live, go shopping and the industrial areas

· How is the external structure of houses and buildings in several areas? What is peculiar of the different areas?

· What are the town facilities?

· What are the facilities, e.g. leisure centres, department stores, museums, galleries, of each area?

The students describe their hometown and the place where they live. Then they also talk about other places that they see in everyday life. 

The students then plan a poster where they highlight the differences among the areas.

In the end of the workshop they  create their „ideal quarter“ or their „ideal place to live“.

Material:

Each group find information about the history of their own hometown and write a list to say what the town can nowadays offer as for facilities, shopping centres and industrial productions.

Moreover the students will bring lots of PICTURES (Digitalphotos), to show how the town was built, and to supply with documents other important aspects.
