Promoting digital education to contrast gender stereotypes: teachers and trainers at work in Italy thanks to the IMAGender project 
From November 13th to November 15th Anonima Impresa Sociale, a cooperative that manages the Postmodernissimo cinema in Perugia, will host the meeting between representatives of all the partners from Italy, Croatia, Finland and Sweden
First transnational meeting of IMAGender project – financed under the Erasmus+ program (action KA210-SCH-D29C3A72 Small-scale partnerships in school education) – will be held from November 13th to November 15th in Perugia, Italy, to promote media literacy in schools to contrast gender stereotypes.

Anonima Impresa Sociale, a cooperative that manages the community cinema Postmodernissimo in Perugia, in the center of Italy, will host representatives of the partners from Croatia (Osnovna skola Dobrise Cesarica, a state primary school in Zagreb), Finland (Mutala School, a comprehensive school in Joensuu) and Sweden (CNEMA, the cinematographic institution of Norrköping municipality), to take stock of the situation concerning the creation of the final output of the project, a real manual to provide teachers and educators with useful tools to guide young students in the conscious use and enjoyment of multimedia content. 
Digital images tend to replicate gender stereotypes that are internalized, especially by fragile individuals: ideas about the role of girls and women in society, propagated by the media, continue to perpetuate gender inequality, even among the younger generations and also through new social media.
IMAGender project will continue until June 2024, with the conclusion of the work on the handbook, workshops dedicated to children and young people, with particular attention to those coming from families in which, culturally, women suffer unequal treatment related to gender, and events dedicated to local communities in the four countries involved.
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
