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Welcome to visit Niittylahti School
Niittylahti School is an elementary school in Joensuu, North Karelia, with approximately 245 students. Our students are in grades 1-6, ranging from 7 to 13 years old. The school has a staff of 21, including 16 teachers and 5 teaching assistants.
Niittylahti School is a so-called two-stream school, meaning that there are two separate classes (A and B) for each grade level. Additionally, the school has one special education class designed for children facing specific challenges in their studies, with 10 students from grades 1-4.
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Established in 1898, Niittylahti School has been at its current location since 1970. The school has undergone several expansions, and currently, most students study in a temporary white modular building on the premises.
