StoRe (Stories make readers) -project creating communities of
readers

The StoRe-project Stories make readers (StoRe) —project focuses on supporting educators in creating
a positive reading climate with and for children. StoRe aims to encourage educators to share their
pedagogical innovations and test new pedagogical approaches around literacy skills with the support
of other educators and experts. The StoRe-project was initially a one-year (academic year 2017-2018)
project with several sub-studies promoting literature reading. This piloting project was implemented
in a network of 10 class teachers in Finland.

The key goals of the StoRe-project are to promote educators’ and adults’ consciousness of their
readership, to support educators’ agency as literature instructors, and create a positive culture of
reading in their groups in order to enable a society of readers.

TARU - tarinoilla lukijaksi

TARU-hanke on positiivinen ja voimaannuttava lukemisen pedagogiikkaa kehittava hanke, joka alkoi
kevaalla 2017 ja sen ensimmainen vaihe paattyi kevddaseen 2018. Hankkeen ensimmainen vaihe
toteutettiin verkostossa, joka koostui 11 luokanopettajasta Jyvasseudulla ja Raumalla. Hankkeen
tarkoituksena on tukea opettajien lukijuutta ja lukemisen pedagogiikan kehittdmistd materiaalein ja
erityyppisin toiminnoin, kuten tarjoamalla koulutusta, materiaaleja, tukea opetuskokeiluihin ja
mahdollisuuksia keskustella omasta lukijuudesta ja luokan lukemisen pedagogiikasta. Yhtena
tutkimuksellisena lahtokohtana on yhteistyd australialaisen lukemisen tutkijan Margaret Mergan
kanssa. Han on tutkimuksessaan keskittynyt mm. opettajan oman lukijuuden ja sen nakyvaksi
tekemisen merkitykseen luokan lukemisen kulttuurissa.

Using process drama as a tool for teaching and learning additional

languages
Dr Bethan Hulse, University of Chester

This interactive seminar will present practical ideas for the use of drama as a tool to promote
spontaneous speaking in the languages classroom. Drama conventions are used to create
meaningful contexts for language production which engage the learner’s creative
imagination. Participants are invited to play, to act and to invent characters and stories
together, enabling them to use the language they have learned in unexpected ways and
inspiring them to learn new language. The seminar will explore how drama conventions can
be used to organize time, space and action to create meaning and allow for different levels of
participation, moving between watching, listening and doing. The importance of creating
opportunities for learners to express their thoughts, emotions, feelings and understandings
through body language as well as through spoken language will be explored.

Prosessidraaman kaytto tyokaluna vieraan kielen opettamisessa

Tama interaktiivinen seminaari esittda kaytannon ideoita draaman kayttéon
luokkahuoneessa samalla edistden spontaania suullista kielen kdyttéa. Draamaa kaytetaan
merkityksellisten kontekstien luomisessa kielen tuottamisessa, mika aktivoi oppijan luovaa
mielikuvitusta. Osallistujia kutsutaan pelaamaan, nayttelemaan ja keksimdan hahmoja ja
tarinoita yhdessa, mahdollistaen heille tutun kielen kaytén vyllatyksellisilla tavoilla ja
inspiroimaan heita oppimaan uutta kielta. Seminaarissa tutustutaan draaman kaytanteisiin,
joiden avulla voidaan jarjestdad aikaa, tilaa ja toimintaa luoden merkitysta ja sallien
osallistumisen eri tasoilla liikkuen katsomisen, kuuntelemisen ja tekemisen valilla.
Tutustutaan myods mahdollisuuksien luomisen tarkeyteen oppilaille, jotta oppilaat voivat
ilmaista ajatuksiaan, tunteitaan ja ymmarryksidaan niin kehonkielen kuin myés puhutun kielen
kautta.

Drama anvands
for att skapa meningsfulla kontexter for sprakproduktion vilket aktiverar elevens kreativa



fantasi. Deltagarna inbjuds att leka, agera och hitta pa karaktarer och historier tillsammans,
vilket mojliggor for dem att anvanda det bekanta spraket pa ett oplanerat satt och inspirerar
dem att lara sig ett nytt sprak. Under seminariet kommer vi att bekanta oss med hur drama
kan anvdndas for att organisera tid, plats och handling for att skapa mening och tillata
deltagande pa olika nivaer, genom att se, lyssna och gora.
