Webbed feet for fast swimming.
Thick layer of blubber to keep them warm in the cold, Antarctic temperatures.
Short, thick feathers to keep them warm. They are tightly packed together and overlap.
Flippers for travelling quickly underwater.
Short, sharp beak for grabbing and cutting food.
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
