There are clouds in the sky and there’s a cold wind.

e Subjektina "there’, kun kuvaillaan substantiivilla
(sun, clouds, wind, fog)

Mielipide tai kannanotto

It is easy to make a mistake.

It would be impossible to be correct all the time.
It is a pity you don’t agree.

It will be fun at the amusement park tomorrow.

Mark lied to Sue on Friday!
It was Mark who lied to Sue on Friday (and not me)!
It was Sue that Mark lied to (and not to Megan).

It was on Saturday when Mark lied to Sue (not on Sunday).

There is/there are + there was/there were

* ‘there’-subjektia kaytetaan rakenteissa
there is / there are / there was / there were
« HUOM! yksikkd/monikko -yhteensopivuus!
Kun tekijoitd on useampi kuin yksi, verbi on ’are’/’were’
There is a car outside. / There are cars outside.

On niin monia asioita, jotka haluan kertoa sinulle.
There are so many things | want to tell you.
Aidalla istui kaksi kissaa.

There were two cats sitting on the fence.
