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A subset of problem drivers is not the only explanation for poor driving on the
roads.

There seem to be contradictory beliefs about the issue.

We tend to overestimate how much time can be saved by driving faster.
We also underestimate the minimal safe braking distance.

Research shows that drivers readily dehumanise other drivers and pedestrians.
Larger cars generally outrank smaller cars and newer cars trump older ones.
This wouldn’t happen, however, when interacting in person.

We tend to be blind to our own incompetence.

The upside is that if you believe you're a terrible driver, you're probably not as
bad as you think.
