Genetiivimuodossa on mahdollista kayttaa WHOSE-pronominia.

* Joskus harvoin relatiivipronomini voi olla WHAT.

Music WHICH | like is seldom played on the radio.
e Kaytetaan prepositioiden jalkeen.

This is a question TO WHICH there is no answer/WHICH there is no answer TO.
This is the book WHICH | have told you ABOUT./ABOUT WHICH | have told you.

The whole class had done their homework, WHICH was surprising.
