IHMINEN/ELOLLINEN: Who/whose/whom

- Who - ‘joka’
- Whose — jonka, omistusmuoto
- Whom - objekti/kohde ‘jota’
- my0s preposition kanssa

ASIA/ESINE: which/that/what

- joko ‘which’ tai ‘that
- vain ‘which’ on mahdollinen, kun korre-
laatti on koko sivulause
- vain ‘that’ on mahdollinen:
- superlatiivi
- jarjestysluku, first, last
- thing-pronomini
- all, little, much, few, only “FOMLA

“kaksoisagentit”= overlap: whose ja that

The boy that you saw is famous.

Elottoman genetiivi — kaksi vaihtoehtoa
“the bag whose colour...”
“the bag the colour of which...”

The company whose products we sell

‘whom’ ja ‘which’ — ainoat, jotka voi yhdistada preposition

People, many/some/none/most of whom...

Pari pilkkusaantoa
- ei koskaan pilkkua ‘that’-sanan eteen

Products, many/some/none/most of which

- aina pilkku, kun 'which’ viittaa koko edeltavaan lauseeseen. You did your homework, which is great.
- Pilkutuksen pointtina myos “kiinted” vs. “irrallinen” -relatiivilause. Pilkuta “fun facts” eli
epiolennaisen relatiivilauseen tuoma lisdinfo eroon pailauseesta. Al3 pilkuta tarpeellista infoa.

Vertaa:
My brother, who lives in Turku, has two sons.

Relatiivipronominin paikka

My brother who lives in Turku has two sons.

- prepositio: ‘that’-lauseen lopussa The music that you listen to is interesting.
‘which’-lauseissa joko ennen relatiivipronominia tai lauseen lopussa
The music which you listen to is intersting. =
The music to which you listen is interesting.
- relatiivipronominin voi jattaa pois, jos se ei ole relatiivilauseen subjekti.
