231. Ta unë kyö’ö ne yekëhtsi wa’ákë’ “Hau’ únë ne’hu hu’se héôwe wéê ithe’s ne Teuä’tanékë’, ne’ ne 

ëwihéák ha’tekakôt ëöwöuwi’. yekëhtsi - old woman. wa’ákë’ - she said. hu’se - go there. héôwe - where. 

wéê - far away. ithe’s - he is around. Teuä’tanékë’ - Parallel Feathers. ëwihéák - I think. ha’tekakôt - it is 

necessary. ëöwöuwi’ - she will tell him. 

 

232. Tá tsitsákö tih. tsitsákö - do your best. 

 

The expression implies the exercise of orenda. 

 

233. Akwas nae uhtyöhkwani héôwe tëhsyáya’ktak nêkê kanyutae’.” Akwas - very. uhtyöhkwani - 

frightening. héôwe - where. tëhsyáya’ktak - you will use it to go across. nêkê - this. kanyutae’ - lake. 

 

234. Ta unë kyö’ö wa’ötatekehtát nêkê ka’ashä’ uähkwa’ íwát. wa’ötatekehtát - she put it on her back. 

nêkê - this. ka’ashä’ - basket. uähkwa’ - bread. íwát - inside it. 

 

235. Únë nae wa’öhtêti’ ne tyekuwanë. wa’öhtêti - she set out. tyekuwanë - she is the eldest. 

 

236. Wa’éyö’ nae héôwe thatinöke’ ne’ ne Teuä’tanékë’ háwatsíyä’ únë wai wéê shô tetyekáne’ ne’hu 

teyekáne’ ne’ ne thunöhsút ne Teuä’tanékë’. wa’éyö’ - she arrived. héôwe - where. thatinöke’ - they lived 

there. Teuä’tanékë’ - Parallel Feathers. háwatsíyä’ - his family. wéê - far. tetyekáne’ - she looked there. 

teyekáne’ - she was looking. thunöhsút - his house stood there. 

 

237. Ta unë akwas u’yönishe’t ne’hu niyu’tê ta’aö aöwôkë’ nae. akwas - very. u’yönishe’t - it was a long 

time. niyu’tê - like that. ta’aö - could not. aöwôkë’ - she might see him. 

 

238. Tyëëkwa shô kyö’ö únë taayakë’t ne Teuä’tanékë’ ne’ khu ne únë u’thatkahtö. tyëëkwa shô - 

suddenly. taayakë’t - he came out. u’thatkahtö - he looked around. 

 

239. Únë nae waahtêti’ únë kyö’ö húkwá shô ne’hu tetyekáne’ ne yeksa’kúwá. waahtêti’ - he set out. 

húkwá - that way. tetyekáne’ - she was looking there. yeksa’kúwá - young woman. 

 

240. Ne’ khu ne únë waatuwâtha’ ne’ khu ne wáát tuskëö shô héôwe tetyekáne’ ne yeksa’kúwá. 

waatuwâtha’ - he went hunting. wáát - he stood. tuskëö - nearby. héôwe - where. tetyekáne’ - she was 

looking. yeksa’kúwá - young woman. 
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
