* The main objective of Finnish education policy
is to offer all citizens equal opportunities to
receive education. There are no dead-ends
preventing progression to higher levels of
education.

* According to Basic Education Act all children
ages 7 to 17 have compulsory education

* During our trip in Portugal we heard about the
news extending compulsory education
including secondary school. We learn more
about this reform of legislation during
summer/fall 2019.
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Free of charge

* There are some 3200 schools in Finland. Only
2% of them are private schools.

* Basic education is publically funded.

* School materials, school meals and commuting
are provided free of charge.
