‘Cork mourns as ‘kind man’
Peter dies in a house fire

A man who died in a
fire in Cork city over the
weekend has been de-
scribed as an “extraordi-
nary man” who “didn’t
have a bad bone in his
body”.

Peter Lyall, 62, died
when his home in the
Ardcullen area of Holly-
hill on Cork city’s north-
side caught fire on Sun-
day night.

Mr Lyall was a popular
figure in his area and
was master brewer at the
Franciscan Well Brewery
in the city.

A woman in her 60s,
understood to have been
Mr Lyall’s partner, was
injured in the blaze but
managed to escape.

Mary Crilly of the Cork

Sexual Violence Centre
was a friend of Mr Lyall’s.

“I would have met him
maybe ten years ago,”
she said.

“The kind of guy who
would do anything for
you in a blink.

“You just enjoy seeing
him because of the light
in his eyes. He was just
a really generous, kind
man and had a great
sense of humour.

“He was just a great
guy.

“I really miss him. I
think everybody will
really miss him,” added
Ms Crilly.

Another person who
knew Mr Lyall personally
is Fianna Fail Clir Tony
Fitzgerald who said:
“Very sad day for Ard-
cullen with the passing
of Peter Lyall. Peter was

a very quiet, nice man.
God rest his soul.”

The alarm was raised at
approximately 12.45am
on Sunday night/Monday
morning and emergency
services rushed to the
scene.

Mr Lyall was pro-
nounced dead at
the scene and the
woman was treated for
non-life-threatening inju-
ries before being brought
by ambulance to CUH.

The fire was success-
fully extinguished by
Cork City Fire Brigade
and the scene was pre-
served for a technical
eéxamination which gar-
dai have said has now
been completed.

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History of Traditional Irish Music

10th to 17th Centuries

A system of musical patronage developed in Ireland. It was called the bardic system.
« Bards were professional musicians who were employed by the powerful Gaelic lords.
« Most of the musicians were harpists.

« The bards wrote songs and music for the Gaelic lords who employed them.

* This system was decimated durln}%; the F|| ht of the Earls when the Gaelic lords were forced to flee Ireland
in 1607 after failed rebellions in the 16t century.

* One of the last bards of the old tradition was a blind harpist called Turlough o Carolan.

The instrument has changed very little since the time of the bards.
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Irish Music in the 18" and 19t" Century

The first written Irish music appeared in Ireland in 1762

* One of the most important music manuscripts was written in 1792. They were presented at the
Belfast Harp Festival by Edward Bunting.

* The manuscripts are over 200 years old and still survive today.
* The Great Famine occurred in Ireland in the 1840s.
 Lack of food and starvation caused over a million people to emigrate.

» This had the positive effect of establishing Irish music networks in American cities with large Irish
populations.
