This course aims to familiarize students with the basic concepts on Chemistry, the study of matter. The focus of the course will be on two broad topics: 
1. The nature of matter: what stuff is made from and how it is built
2. The mole and matter: how we can compare different stuff
The course will run accordingly: 
1. The nature of matter: approximately the first three weeks (1.2, 1.3, 2.1-2.3, 2.6, 6.4)
2. The mole and matter: approximately the following three weeks (3.1-3.3, 4.1-4.4)
