Places where you wouldn’t necessarily expect plastics to be found are, for example, gum, cardboard cups, clothes, glitter and cigarettes. Even humans have plastic inside of their bodies, because they consume things that contain plastics. Plastics make their way into the human body through the food chain.

Plastic is harmful to ecosystems, so plastic in products should be replaced with other substances.
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
