Flemish folk song/ melody Jan Mijne Man 
Lesson 1
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Information about the song (if performed with lyrics)
Jan Mijne Man is Flemish children`s song about a boy who wants to be a knight. Since he hasn`t got the necessary equipment for his ambitions he has to improvise: he grabs the cat at the tail and pretends it is a horse; he breaks an egg and uses the shell as a saddle; he tears up his shirt and uses the rim as a bridle.
The topic: introduction to music analysis
1. Listen to the melody! It is performed by a unique band Blowzabella (for more information, visit https://blowzabella.co.uk/about). They compose their own music which is influenced by English and European traditional folk music and songs.

2. Study the melody! Identify:
1) mode, tonality
2) tempo (from the recording)
3) melodic line (wavy or with melodic skips?) – which interval forms the biggest skip in the melody? (third)
4) characteristics of the rhythm (is the rhythm varied or rather monotonous?)
5) time signature (2/2) – have you come across this kind of time signature before? If this melody had no time signature, what would you choose? (4/4).

3. Sing the melody with the note names, pulsing to 4 (like 4/4) and 2 (like 2/2)! Try to do it at the right (recording) tempo to feel the difference between the pulse in the two time signatures.

4. [bookmark: _GoBack]Come up with one word that describes the musical character of this melody (for example, “energetic”) and try to justify which of the previously discussed means of musical expression help the most in creating this character (for example, active rhythm).

5. Listen to the melody again! Mark the bars where the melody is the same/similar or different! Mark the units with different letters!
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A simple three-part form is obtained.
6. Imagine what this form could look like and draw it!

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Lesson 2
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1. Sing the melody acquired previous lesson with note names!

2. Clap a simple rhythm line!
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3. Sing the melody by clapping this rhythm line like an ostinato! 

4. Learn the rhythm line using body percussion.
