What is an adult
education centre?
What can I study?
The Adult Education Centre of the Tampere Region is a 
liberal adult education institute and the oldest adult edu-
cation centre in Finland. At the adult education centre, you 
can study languages, theoretical subjects, arts, handicrafts 
and health promotion. The courses at the centre are open 
to everyone.

Come enjoy learning and trying out different hobbies! Pick 
from music, painting, dance, yoga, woodworking, sewing, 
computer science, languages and more! You can find the 
courses that are currently available or read more about 
different subjects on the centre’s website:

The adult education centre organises about 2,000 courses 
per year. The courses can be short or long-term so you can 
pick the option that best suits you. Full-year courses start in 
the autumn and end in the spring. For example, an autumn 
course lasts about 12 weeks. Usually the courses meet once 
a week. A short course lasts for one or a few classes.  

The courses are usually taught in Finnish. However, the 
adult education centre also organises some English-speak-
ing courses, and the arts, for example, include courses that 
are held in other languages. Even if your Finnish is not com-
pletely fluent, you can participate in most of the courses. 
The centre also offers a good selection of online courses. 

The courses are usually subject to a fee. The course price 
is always displayed in the course information. If the course 
is free, you will find “free of charge” or 0.00 € in the course 
description.

If you have any more questions, get in touch with the cus-
tomer service at the adult education centre. Our planners 
can also help if you want more information about a specific 
course.  You can find the contact details of the customer 
service and the planners from the centre’s website.



Can I study Finnish?
The centre offers many courses for learning Finnish. They 
are suitable for students of different levels. The course 
information shows the course level according to the 
European framework of reference. The parenthesis show 
the level corresponding to a general language degree 
(=YKI level): 

Basic level
A1 Beginner level (YKI basic level 1)
A2 Basic level (YKI basic level 2)

Independent language user
B1 Functional basic language skills (YKI 3 intermediate)
B2 Functional independent language skills (YKI 4 intermediate)

A1 A2 B1 B2



You can choose a Finnish course to practice speaking or writ-
ing, to prepare for the YKI test, or to get ready to enter the 
labour market. The courses vary year by year so check what 
we are offering at the moment. If you are not sure which 
course suits you, please contact the ESL planner.

The centre also organises integration courses for immi-
grants. They are usually free of charge. There are different 
integration courses, for example for people who don’t know 
how to read or write and courses for mothers and children. 

How do I register?
Registration for the courses usually starts in August or 
December. Autumn courses start in September and spring 
courses in January.

Most of the courses 
start.

No teaching on the winter holiday week 
(week 9).

April
Most of the spring courses end.
