He COULD/ WAS ABLE TO read when she started school.

Muut aikamuodot:

[ BE ABLE TOJ [BE-apuverbi: huomioi aikamuoto ja persoonal]

They HAVE BEEN ABLE TO raise enough money for the trip.
(perfekti [HAVE/HAS + BE (3.muoto) + ABLE TO])

We SHOULD BE ABLE TO meet you at the station.
(konditionaali [WOULD/COULD/HAVE + BE + ABLE TO])

HUOM! "CAN L..?"” (pyynto, lupa)
CAN we go now?

CAN she come to Tampere with us?



MAY, MIGHT / BE ALLOWED TO (on lupa)

Preesens:

SAANKO...? (Kohtelias kysymys, vrt. "CAN 1...?")

MAY I...? - Yes, you MAY. / No, you MAY not.
SAAT lainata autoani.

You MAY borrow my car.

You ARE ALLOWED TO borrow my car.

Muut aikamuodot:

(pluskvamperfekti [HAD + BE (3.muoto) + ALLOWED TO])
If | was older, | WOULD BE ALLOWED TO stay up later.
(konditionaali [WOULD + BE + ALLOWED TO])

Take your raincoat with you. It MAY RAIN today.
("Tanaan SAATTAA SATAA”.)
They MIGHT VISIT us if they come to Finland next summer.
(”...SAATTAVAT VIERAILLA luonamme...”)



MUST / HAVE TO (taytyy, pitaa)
Preesens:
Minun TAYTYY menna.
| MUST go.
| HAVE TO (/ NEED TO) go.
[Huom! S/he HAS to... (y. 3. p.)]

Muut aikamuodot:

[ HAVE to }

They HAD TO leave early. (imp.)

We HAVE HAD TO cut our spending. (perfekti [HAVE + 3. MUOTQ])

Someone WILL HAVE TO clean up the room. (futuuri [WILL + perus] )

HUOM! "on varmaan, taytyy olla” (pddttely, arvelu)

| haven’t seen Maria this morning. She MUST BE late.

”Han ON VARMAAN myd6hdssa. ”

(ei ole voinut matkustaa)

MAY

Preesens She MAY BE here. Her car is still in the parking lot.
(saattaa olla)

Perfekti It's already 4 pm. She MAY HAVE GONE home already.

(on saattanut menna)

MUST
Preesens They MUST HAVE lots of money. That car isn't cheap!

(on varmaan)
Perfekti He was at home when somebody stole the bike.
He MUST HAVE SEEN something.

(on varmasti nahnyt)
